This disk contains Salish and Kootenai fonts.  It also includes the program Keyman 5.0 necessary to use the fonts.  With this program are 2 keyboard, vK7.kmx for Kootenai and vS7.kmx for Salish.  Also necessary with the keyboards are the identifying bitmaps xk7.bmp and xs7.bmp.  

There are two word documents that contain a printable keystroke guide for both Kootenai and Salish (Kootenai keystrokes.doc and Salish keystrokes.doc).

The following is a brief guide to help with the installation:

1. Double click on the file Salish.exe and follow the instructions.

2. Double click on the file Kootenai.exe and follow the instructions.

3. Now open the program Keyman from the start menu in the folder Tavultesoft Keyman.

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4. The yellow S or K will replace the Keyman icon to indicate which key board is in use.

5. To turn off the keyboard simply select No Keyman Keyboard.  The Keyman icon will reappear.
